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2017 was another successful year for the Battlefords Boys and Girls Club. The 

number of children and youth in attendance continues to grow along with the capacity of our staff 

to deliver high quality programming to these so deserving children and youth.  

Throughout 2017, we continued to offer after-school, evening and weekend programming as well 

as nutrition programming six days a week. Further, we continued our special programs and of-

fered a Hip-Hop Dance Program, Hockey Program and Soccer Program. Ensuring the children 

and youth have access to organized recreational activities remains a priority for us as well as 

continuing to reduce barriers our families face in the community. Addressing the needs of our 

community is vital and this led to the creation of a Youth Program in September held at the Main 

Site Monday to Friday. We recognize the importance of retaining our members and providing 

them with not only space, but age appropriate activities to develop their skills and abilities in a 

leadership capacity. This has been a significant achievement in meeting the needs of our com-

munity and the needs of our communityôs youth. We continue to work towards funding objectives 

to support this program on an ongoing basis.   

Continuing to raise community awareness and engage our community businesses/organizations 

remained a priority in 2017. Presentations were made to various community bodies such as the 

100 Women Who Care and the 100 Men Who Care groups. This is in addition to the numerous 

community contacts and presentations that have been made on an ongoing basis to generate 

revenue, engage and educate the community. We have seen continued growth in the positive 

contacts that have been developed through this work. The City of North Battleford along with the 

business community continues to move in step with us and provide the support we need in meet-

ing the needs of the children, youth and families of the Battlefords. We have noted this work has 

not only had the local impact desired, but has also led to developing relationships at the Provin-

cial level for the recognition of the support needed for our organization.  

Through our community engagement we have gained an ally in Minister of Advanced Education 

and MLA for the Battlefords and area, Mr. Herb Cox. He has taken it upon himself to attend the 

Club and further develop his knowledge of what the Club offers and the importance of the Club 

for the community at large. With this new understanding Mr. Cox gained from engaging our Club 

and Executive, he has been able to engage others within the Provincial Government. While in 

our community on unrelated business, Mr. Cox arranged for the Honorable Gordon Wyant, Minis-

ter of Justice, to attend our Club to observe some of the work going on at the grass roots level for 

children and youth. The Honorable Gordon Wyant was appreciative of this opportunity and 

acknowledged the important work we do here. As a direct result of this, we gained a new partner-

ship with SaskPower who now supports our drop-in programming on an annual basis for the next 

three years. We are very proud of this partnership and are grateful for their support. Moreover, 

we continue to be fully engaged with Mr. Cox and strategize on funding opportunities to support 

Club initiatives which are linked to our strategic plan.  

The successes we saw in 2017 are directly related to having  strong and passionate staff who 

want to provide a meaningful environment for the children and youth to attend our Club. Our 

Board of Directors continues to be fully committed to the strategic plans we have set out for 

the growth and development for our organization. The end of 2017 sees us moving in a very 

positive direction as we have observed tremendous development in our staff and program-

ming, ultimately creating stability and consistency for those accessing services at the Battle-

fords Boys and Girls Club. Undoubtedly, we are providing our members with the skills, 

knowledge and abilities needed to become productive and contributing members of our society 

which is the desired development for our children and the generations to come.
